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Ueshiba Morihei, the great founder of Aikido, was born in Uenoyama,
Tanabe City, Wakayama Prefecture. As a way of honouring the
achievements and passing down the legacy left behind by this great
local man, the Ueshiba Morihei Memorial Museum was built as part
of Tanabe Municipal Budokan. At the Memorial Museum you will find:
panels introducing the life of Morihei and the history of Aikido; the
Body, Heart and Spirit Circle that represents Aikido’s ethos of
harmony; the Aikido Experience, that allows you to try the basics of
Aikido for yourself; and the Exhibition of Ueshiba Morihei’s Belongings
which displays items connected to Morihei. This is a place where
everyone, regardless of Aikido experience, can appreciate Ueshiba

Morihei and the appeal of his martial art.
